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COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course gives the student an in depth understanding of the Divine nature and person
of God. It gives an overview of distinct roles of the Godhead, and concentrates on the
gifts, power, and infilling of the Holy Spirit.

4.Students will understand the gifts of the Holy Spirit in operation, baptism, and
power.
