COURSE OBJECTIVES 

 

This course seeks to develop your understanding of the literature and theology of the New Testament. It seeks 
to do this by enabling you to better: 

 
A. Demonstrate the ability to identify the purpose and themes of the books of the New Testament 
B. Demonstrate familiarity with the major characters of the New Testament 
C. Demonstrate familiarity with the chronological framework of the New Testament 
D. Demonstrate an understanding of the storyline, historical background, and literary content of the 

New Testament 
E. Gain familiarity with the content of the New Testament 

 
REQUIRED TEXTS 

 

Through the Bible in One Year by Dr. Alan B. Stringfellow

A. Reading 

Assignments are listed on the syllabus for readings from the textbooks. 

 

    B. Essay  

An essay will be written for each week’s lesson. It will include the following: 

• Identify the author of the book  

• The date of the book.  

• Identify a scripture in the book that points to Jesus.  

• Identify your favorite scripture of the book and explain why it is your favorite.  

• Minimum of 100 words 

 
C. Mid-term Exam 

Objective exam over selected information from the textbook and lectures. This will be comprehensive 

and cover material from the first half of the quarter. 

 

 
D. Final Exam 

Objective exam over selected information from the textbook and lectures. This will be comprehensive 

and cover material from the second half of the quarter. 

 
 



Beyond the course objectives that will be measured through the various learning activities connected to this 

course, there are a number of outcomes that you can expect to achieve having successfully completed this 

course that are less measurable: 

 
• You will have read through sections of the New Testament. 

• You will gain a fresh understanding of the significance of the New Testament as Scripture.
