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REQUIRED TEXTS

ASSIGNMENTS

Classes will be conducted in a combination lecture-discussion format. Students should be prepared to
comment on the subject matter scheduled for each particular class period. Students are required to complete
reading assignments on time and be prepared for class discussions and activities.

A. Reading
Assignments are listed on the syllabus for readings from the textbooks.

B. Essay
An essay will be written for each week’s lesson. It will include the following:
e |dentify the author of the book
e The date of the book.
e Identify a scripture in the book that points to Jesus.
e Identify your favorite scripture of the book and explain why it is your favorite.
e  Minimum of 100 words

C. Mid-term Exam
Objective exam over selected information from the textbook and lectures. This will be comprehensive
and cover material from the first half of the quarter.

D. Final Exam
Objective exam over selected information from the textbook and lectures. This will be comprehensive
and cover material from the second half of the quarter.



Beyond the course objectives that will be measured through the various learning activities connected to this
course, there are a number of outcomes that you can expect to achieve having successfully completed this
course that are less measurable:
