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COURSE DESCRIPTION 

This course is an introduction to lay biblical counseling as it pertains to providing inner 

healing. Students will be taught counseling tools through God’s Word, while utilizing 

training from the solution focused counseling model.  This course will discuss the best 

practices of being a lay counselor that ministers to the total person: mind, spirit, and 

emotions. 

  

COURSE OBJECTIVES   
Upon completion of this course:   

1. Students will understand what Lay Biblical Counseling is.  

2. Students will receive training on ethics and other professional responsibilities they 

must uphold as lay counselors. 

3. Students will gain confidence in their abilities to listen and take notes during 

counseling sessions. 

4. Students will learn to operate in the gifts of the Holy Spirit in order to provide the 

Ministry of inner healing and deliverance as needed in a counseling session.

Late Work 

Late work without penalty will only be accepted under special circumstances and only with prior 

approval from the TA or Student Success (see Attendance guidelines).

 Assignments  

Each week, students are to complete the assigned reading, watch the video lesson, take the quiz, and 

complete the assigned homework within one week. If the homework is submitted after the one week 

period, points will be deducted. All assignments must be submitted into the portal using the 

Homework Link at the bottom of each corresponding lesson.  Scores cannot be issued for 

assignments that are not turned in through the portal. Course content for online classes will be 

available on Monday of each week and is due the following Sunday by 11:59PM.  

 

Coursework   
1. Homework: is assigned weekly and can be found on the last page of the course syllabus. 

Homework is due one week after assigned and must be submitted before the following class 

period using the appropriate assignment link in the portal (see Late Work policy). 

2. Quizzes: are mandatory and should be completed right after watching the video. Failure to 

complete quizzes will result in a loss of points. 

3. Midterm: a take home assessment that may be done open book. The midterm must be completed 

once the test has been opened since it has a time constraint. Midterms cannot be saved to return 

to it later. If you try to do so, your test will automatically be submitted causing a loss of points 

for the questions not answered.  

4. Final: must be done in person and is closed book. Only physical Bibles are permitted in the test 

taking area. Please bring an acceptable device to class to access the portal on test taking days 

along with any necessary cords or charger. Online students are required to show up in person to 

take finals. 4835 Hallmark Pkwy, San Bernardino, CA 92407. Remote learners (outside a 50 

mile radius from The Way World Outreach Hallmark Campus) can test remotely but must have 

one camera facing the student and one camera facing their computer screen to ensure integral 

proctoring of the test.
