C. Demonstrate familiarity with the chronological framework of the New Testament 
D. Demonstrate an understanding of the storyline, historical background, and literary content of the New 

Testament 
E. Gain familiarity with the content of the New Testament 

 

REQUIRED TEXTS   

 

Through the Bible in One Year by Dr. Alan B. Stringfellow

B. Essay 

  An essay will be written for each lesson. It will include identifying the author of the book and the date 

 of the book. Identify your favorite scripture of the book an explain why it is your favorite. Minimum of 

 100 words. 

 

C. Mid-term Exam 

Objective exam over selected information from the textbook. Exam will cover the first half of the 

quarter 

 

  D. Final Exam 

Objective exam over selected information from the textbook. Exam will cover the second half of the 

quarter
